The Identity Revolution in the EU and the Way Forward

Since November 1, 1993, when the Maastricht Treaty came into force, the EU has expanded
six times and grown from its original six member states (France, Germany, Italy, the Netherlands,
Belgium and Luxembourg) into the most economically powerful and integrated association of
27 countries in the world today. In addition to its economic aspects, the EU has extended its
integration into political, social and security aspects, making it an increasingly important pole
in the international political landscape and a major player in the international arena. But as
the EU continues to build up its power and capabilities, it has neglected the participation of
the inhabitants of each country, with the result that the EU population is not participating in
the integration movement, and the population has not yet developed a sense of EU community.
As a result, the EU identity crisis is gradually growing. The EU is facing various crises.The EU
is looking for and working on ways to mitigate these crises, especially the identity crisis.

Our article concludes that the integration of the European Union cannot, by focusing only
on economic and political integration at the expense of social and cultural integration, ignore
the role of people, the crucial force for social progress, and that if the EU wants to continue to
exist as a union, it must clearly define the identity of EU citizens and mobilize EU citizens to
unite and form a single EU.
